What is Holy Week?
It is the annual Christian observance cel ebrating
events that lead up to His resurrection on Easter Sunday. It begins on Palm Sunday, the
Sunday preceding Easter. It is also the last week of Lent: the 40 days of fasting prior to
crucifixion remembering the 40 days of sacrifice of Jesus in the desert.

The 7 days of Holy Week are:

Palm Sunday (Passion Sunday) Jesus rode into Jerusalem on a donkey and palm
branches were laid down for him.
Holy Monday and Holy Tuesday
Maundy Thursday (associated with the Last Supper. The day before the crucifixion. On
this day preparation was made for the final meal Jesus would share with his disciples
(the Last Supper).

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CORNED BEEF AND CABBAGE

Early Irish immigrants brought their own food traditions to America,
including soda bread and Irish stew. Pork was the preferred meat
in Ireland since it was cheap. The favored cut was Irish bacon, a
lean, smoked pork loin similar to Canadian bacon. But in the
United States, pork was prohibitively expensive for most newly
arrived Irish families, so they began cooking beef, the staple meat
in the American diet, instead.

So how did pork and potatoes become corned beef and cabbage?
Irish immigrants to America lived alongside other “undesirable”
European ethnic groups that often faced discrimination in their new
home, including Jews and Italians. Members of the Irish working
class in New York City frequented Jewish delis and lunch carts,
and it was there that they first tasted corned beef. Cured and
cooked much like Irish bacon, it was seen as a tasty and cheaper
alternative to pork. And while potatoes were certainly available in
the United States, cabbage offered a more cost-effective alterna-
tive to cash-strapped Irish families. Cooked in the same pot, the
spiced, salty beef flavored the plain cabbage, creating a simple,
hearty dish that couldn’t be easier to prepare.  history.com
